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FITTING INSTRUCTIONS FOR BMW R1100S SPORTS MUFFLER & 2-1-2 COLLECTOR SET

1. Place bike on centre stand, then lubricate the 4 x 6mm socket head cap screws connecting the headers to the collector box, loosen with a 6mm hex drive “T” bar.

2. Remove the 2 x 6mm studs (10mm head) and 13mm stud holding triangular exhaust stabilising bracket to the bottom of the sump and exhaust collector box.

3. Remove number plate light cover, disconnect two wires from light, undo 3 x 6mm socket head cap screws that hold number plate holder on, then push wire cable and rubber grommet through hole in plate on underside of stock muffler.

4. Lubricate (with WD40) the oxygen sensor at the top front of collector box, and then loosen with a 22mm open-end spanner. The connecting wire will need to twist so try to spread the twist evenly along as much of the cable as possible to prevent any damage to wires.  Fully remove the 4 x 6mm flange screws, and then slide the whole system to the rear of the bike by gripping the mufflers. Once it drops off the rear mount pins, fully undo the oxygen sensor; now fully remove from bike, being careful not to damage paintwork.

5. Fully Loosen both header pipes as these will need relocating when lining up the new system.

6. Re-fit oxygen sensor to new collector and tighten, being sure cable is not twisted. Use a small smear of high temperature exhaust silicone sealant on the original metal header to collector gaskets, slide collector forward on mounts. Slip the gaskets into position and re-fit the 4 x 6mm socket screws and tighten. Be sure cable is clear of exhaust parts.

7. Clean well the underside of the moulded bodywork above the rear wheel. Use the adhesive foil strips to protect the inside of the brake fluid reservoir, the RH side of the underside of the moulded depression that stores the tyre repair kit, and also above where the RH pipe ends up. To see where it’s best-positioned use next step!

8. Fit on the two down tubes. The long one with bends fits on the forward collector outlet. 

9. Fit the rubber dampers to the new mufflers and slip the RH side muffler just onto the tube then lift upward to allow rubber mount to meet spigot in the recess. Now push forward with a twisting motion until it is on as far as possible. Some high temperature silicon sealant at muffler/pipe junction makes it a little easier to slip together and prevents any slight leaks. Avoid hitting muffler forward with anything – even very soft hammers.

10. Fit triangle bracket to connecting tubes using three M6 x 10 Allen head cap screws provided.

11. With the cable for the numberplate light hanging down, fit the LH side muffler in the same manner until they are level and centred. Fit the cable through the joining plate with our logo facing upward and rearward and loosely fit all four 6 x 10mm button head cap screws with spring washers. Check the mufflers are evenly centred, and down tubes clear bodywork and frame parts, then tighten. If down tubes make contact with any bodywork, hold away as clamps are tightened. Thoroughly tighten all screws and clamps.

12. Re-fit number plate mount and light assembly, re-fit the lower stabilising rubber mount assembly to the new collector and the bottom of the engine sump. With a clean cloth, wipe the system clean of excess silicon and fingerprints. Re-check all nuts, bolts and screws are tight – now your bike is ready to ride!
