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Honda 900 Hornet Fitting Guide

Your box should contain the following parts

	1 x L/hand muffler
	1 x R/hand muffler

	1 x collector 
	1 x clamp

	2 x 43mm clamp
	2 x road baffle

	2 x M6 x 10 button head bolt
	2 x washer (flat & spring)

	2x 2525mm x 20mm spacers
	


1. Remove seat, grab rail and seat cowling

2. Unbolt original muffler mounting bolts and clamps and remove mufflers from motorcycle. When fitting just the staintune mufflers only the graphite gaskets in the lead tube will need to be reused. These are sometime difficult to remove, if this is the case or you are unsure you will be able to remove them successfully. It will be a good idea to obtain these from you Honda dealer before starting to fit the mufflers.

3. Place the graphite gaskets into the inlet tubes of the mufflers; place the clamps over the tubes in a position that the bolt heads can be accessed when the mufflers are fitted.

4. Fit the mufflers using the 25mm spacers provided, at this stage lightly nip up the clamp and mounting bolts. When both mufflers are sitting correctly, tighten all mounting bolts and clamps up tightly. 

5. Refit seat cowling, grab rail and seat.

Fitting instructions for mufflers and collector set

1. Follow steps 1 and 2 for mufflers, then remove the rear hugger from the swing arm

2. The bike will need to be on a centre stand or jacked up at the rear to allow the rear wheel to be removed as the rear swing arm will have be dropped down to allow the rear shock to be removed.

3. With the rear wheel removed, undo the top and bottom mount bolts for the rear shock, being careful not to let the swing arm drop away. Remove the rear shock from the motorcycle, this will allow proper access to the rear collector.

4. Undo the clamp and remove the collector from the motorcycle. Lightly smear high temp engine gasket or exhaust silicone into the joint surfaces. Place the staintune clamp onto the collector and fit the standard gasket into the collector, then fit the collector onto the motorcycle, lightly nipping up the clamp at this stage.

5. Follow step 4 for fitting mufflers noting that the gaskets will not be used when fitting the mufflers and collector set. Refit the rear shock making sure all bolts are replaced in the correct positions, before replacing the rear wheel securely tighten up all clamps and mounting bolts for mufflers and shock, following recommended Honda torque guides for suspension and wheel bolts and nuts. Refit rear cowling, grab rail and seat.

6. If in doubt check all bolts are tight then use a soft cloth with talcum powder on it to remove all traces of grease and fingers marks, as any residue may tend to discolor the system when hot. When starting your bike for the first times the mufflers will probably emit smoke for the first few times, as there sometimes is oil residues from the manufacturing process in the internal components. Safe riding and we trust you will enjoy the sound and performance of your Staintune system on your hornet.
