2002   HONDA   VFR800i   Sports Muffler System Fitting Instructions

Thank you for choosing a Staintune Exhaust System!

Your box should contain the following parts:

· 1 x Split outlet collector tube with 1 x 50mm clamp

· 1 x L/H muffler 1 x R/H muffler

· 1 x m8 x 60mm socket head bolt with 2 x flat washers & 1 x spring washer with 8mm nut

Tools and sealants required

· A 5mm & 8mm allen key, a 6mm allen key T bar and a 10mm & 12mm socket with T bar

· ¼ drive metric socket set, a 12mm & 13mm ring/open spanner

· Tube of high temp silicone (Loctite Maxx Copper Pt No: 34249) Some cleaning cloths & Liquid Mirror polish

Step 1.
Remove seats and tool kit, disconnect number plate light collector, locate 4 x 10mm bolt heads that secure license plate mount and remove, note the RH rear bolt is a little awkward to get the socket square on, some gentle pressure on taillight assembly will help access this, remove the 2 x 12mm bolts from the underside of the rear mudguard and remove the assembly noting where the wire comes out of for ease of refitting.

Step 2.

Using the 12mm socket/T bar loosen muffler clamp, then using the 6mm Hex T bar and 12 mm ring spanner remove the 2 x muffler mount bolts, gently wriggle system off header outlet with caution not to damage bodywork.  Remove the RH rear foot peg assembly rear bolt and replace loosely with M8 x 60 mm bolt supplied with flat washer under head.

Step 3.

Slip the Staintune Split Collector onto the catalyst outlet, while resting collector near rear tyre to allow mufflers to slip on, apply high temp silicone sealer around outlet ends, and then slip both mufflers fully on.  Carefully raise mufflers to mount points and adjust rotation as required taking care not to damage bodywork, slip the 2 original mount bolts in, refit washers and nuts loosely.

Step 4.

Check collector tube mount is aligned on inside of rear sub frame with M8 x 60mm bolt in RHR foot peg.  Then tighten fully and add flat & spring, washers then 8mm nut to end of bolt pulling collector to sub frame then tighten.  Refit License Plate mount and reconnect wire, check that both mufflers are clear of bodywork and meeting mounts evenly, if they appear to close at the lower front pull them rearward evenly as mounts are slotted.

Step 5.

Now tighten mount bolts & exhaust clamp-checking clearance of centre stand.

#NOTE:  Ensure the rear muffler is firmly held in the mount, occasionally the metal insert in the genuine Honda bush needs to be trimmed a few “mm” until the muffler is held firm.

Then check all bolts are tight.  Refit toolkit and seat.  Then use a clean cotton cloth to remove and excess sealant, wipe any greasy marks or fingerprints off new exhaust parts as any residues left may tend to discolour when hot.  Pack your tools and original system away.

Step 6.

Start your engine for warm up, note that the new mufflers will probably emit smoke for the first few engine start’s as there sometimes is oil residues from the manufacturing processes in the internal components.
