Your box should contain the following parts 

	1 x L/hand muffler 
	1 x collector 

	2 x 47mm clamps
	2 x 8 x 16 hex bolt and washers

	1 x road baffle

Muffler removal and fitment 

1. Loosen muffler clamp bolt, undo rear mount bolt and remove muffler from bike.

2. Place the staintune clamp and heat shield onto collector box outlet. Smear a small amount of silicone on the inside of muffler inlet tube, place the muffler onto the collector and insert the mount bolt into the rear mount bracket and muffler bracket. Lightly tighten up bolt at this stage, place heat shield and clamp onto the muffler and line up with the end of the inlet tube making sure to cover the slots. Tighten the clamp bolt and then the rear mount bolt securely.

3. Check fit and alignment of the staintune muffler, making sure there is a 35-40mm clearance between the muffler and pannier bag.

Collector and muffler fitment 

1. Remove muffler as per above instructions.

2. Loosen the headers and the cross over clamp.

3. Loosen the 13mm bolts on the staintune collector; smear some silicone into the collector inlet tubes for the length of the slots. Place anti seize compound onto the O2 sensor threads, being careful not to get any on the probe itself. Gently twist the O2 sensor wires in a anti clockwise direction the same number of times as when removed from original collector. Place the sensor into the staintune collector and fully tighten up.

4. With the two staintune clamps placed on the collector with the head of the bolts facing down, carefully fit up the collector to the headers. Place the two BMW bolts onto the mount holes and lightly tighten up. Place the clamps into position, making sure the slots in the collector are covered by the clamp and at this stage lightly tighten only.
5. Fit up mufflers as per muffler fitting instructions; check fit and alignment of collector and muffler making sure there is at least 35-40mm clearance between your pannier and muffler. Fitting the collector to far onto one header will sometimes results in the muffler sitting to far to the left and will come in contact with the pannier.
6. With the muffler and collector sitting in their correct positions, securely tighten the collector bracket bolts, then the collector mount bolts and clamp bolts. Securely tighten the rear muffler mount bolt, position the clamp and heat shield in the correct position and tighten securely.
7. When finished, retighten the headers and crossover clamp.
