	2 x Sports Mufflers
	2 x  Welded Baffles


Equipment required to change a Staintune system

1. A clean work area

2. A metric tool kit for most models     

3. A set of metric Allen keys

4. A tube of high temperature silicone

5. A copy of the owners manual if available

6. Staintune Australia Liquid Mirror Polish

Fitting Instruction

1. Remove seat and rear cowling, unplug tail-light and remove from motorcycle.

2. Remove heat shield and number plate bracket from standard mufflers

3. Undo muffler mount bolts and remove original muffles. Remove original mount rubbers and fit these to the Staintune mufflers the same way as in the original mufflers. The alloy bush goes to the underside of the bracket.

4. Fit up the Staintune mufflers, using a small amount of silicone wiped into the muffler inlet and cross over tubes to help seal the joints. Check fit and alignment of mufflers, and then tighten the four mount bolts up securely.

5. Fit heat shields and rear number plate bracket making sure all bolts and washers go back in their original positions.

6. Refit rear cowl and seat, making sure to plug in the tail light

7. Before starting your motorcycle lightly dust the muffler with talcum powder on a clean cloth to remove all finger-print and grease marks.

8. Staintune now fit our own muffler end caps, should you choose to use the sound restrictors supplied you will need to have them welded in at an experienced welding shop using the instructions below.
